 I want to personally thank everyone who took the time to fill out and return 

the lime-green sheet listing the many ministries and organizations of our Communi-

ties of St. Mary and St. Joseph that was in the pews for several Sundays. We are  

constantly rethinking and strategizing on how to invite and encourage a fuller  

participation of the entire parish in our mission to work together for Godôs honor  

and glory in this tiny area of the Church entrusted to us. I hope you took advantage  

of this opportunity. We are compiling the information on the returned sheets and you 

will be contacted shortly. 

We are a community that has grown by leaps and bounds. A real blessing. We have been able 

to accomplish so much in the 15 years I have been pastor. All this is because we have worked together 

hand-in-hand through the years doing what we felt the Lord was calling us to do in His name. 

With growth comes challenges. The major challenge is to keep in focus what has made us such 

a vibrant and friendly parish that so many through the years have chosen as their faith family. I hear 

so often from visitors and newly registered families that there is an atmosphere of welcome and unity 

that they havenôt experienced in many other parishes. That is an accolade that goes to you both indi-

vidually and collectively. I can quickly shake hands after the Masses with those whom I encounter.  

Itôs the smile, the handshake and the joy you express in seeing each other, friend and stranger, 

that creates that special place where the presence of Christ is felt. 

I have to express my deepest gratitude and respect to our hospitality teams who knock them-

selves out providing the óbuffetsô after the Masses on Sunday mornings. I realize how much work is 

involved. [It personally takes an effort on my part to get up early Sunday morning and get the coffee 

and tea ready for the first shift. I have to admit that the new system of coffee and tea brewing is infi-

nitely better and less time consuming than it was in the old hall...ha.] I strongly encourage families   

and individuals to join a team that bring in or cook up the goodies and see the smiles of parishioners 

as they feast in the hall after THE FEAST in the church. In case there is a worry of the personal cost 

involved, itôs none or minimal because we have budgeted for this...thatôs how important it is. 

I know that when entering a new environment, there is a certain awkwardness and timidness  

of finding oneôs place. Itôs more than deciding which side of the church you like to sit each Sunday. 

[Though I must tell you that when youôre not in your place for a while I miss you or if you got          

displaced and are on the other side, I have to take a second glance...ha.] Itôs about deciding if/how    

you can get involved in the life of the parish and feel that youôre needed and welcomed. In the past we 

have had a Festival of Ministries in the parish hall with a table set with all the different ministries and 

organizations, with individuals of that ministry/organization there to promote and answer questions. 

Though somewhat effective, many may not have come to the hall that Sunday and missed the oppor-

tunity to see the many opportunities to serve. Weôve taken the approach of the lime-green sheet with 

an overview of all the areas of service handy in the pew that all would be able to read through and 

check areas of interest. Your input helps know that you are indeed interested and willing to come on 

board and row together with me and your fellow parishioners in this still tiny boat casting our nets as 

Christ has commanded us to do. 

Itôs not too late. Weôre still looking for your lime-green sheet. If youôve been here a while, weôll 

probably presume you want to continue in your ministry/organization. But it would be helpful and a 

way to renew your commitment by filling out a lime-green sheet and returning it. It is particularly  

important for you who have been here a while or have newly registered to look through the list of the 

many ways we are in need of your talents to nourish and build up this wonderful family of faith of which 

you are a vital part.  

The lime-green sheets will be available throughout the month of April on the credenza in the 

main entrance and on the tables in the side entry foyer. They are also available in the hall. Baskets are 

provided for you to deposit them as you leave or you can turn them in to the office personally or mail 

them.
