 Some sad news:  Bridget IV died in her sleep on Sunday afternoon at 

4:04pm, July 19th.  Her heart just gave out.  She lived a blessed life with us 

for the last 8+ years.  For a rescued beagle she fell into Paradise big time! 

 I am very thankful to Elizabeth of BeagleRescue for guiding me to find 

and adopt Bridget IV.   Bridgets I, II and III were all wonderful companions.  

Bridgets I and II were óshow upô beagles, showing up on the property.  Bridget I died sud-

denly, Bridget II was run over during the construction of the Family Life Center on August 

15, 2013.  I still remember Mrs. Pat Holt helping me load her in my truck as I rushed her to 

her vet in Navasota.  Bridget III was the first of our órescuedô beagles.  She was listed on the 

BeagleRescue website where I also got acquainted with Elizabeth who has fostered many 

beagles awaiting rescue.  She died of kidney failure after a blessed rescued life of about six 

years.  I waited about 4-5 months before searching for a ónewô Bridget. 

 Bridget IV was listed as being 4 months old.  Her given name was óluckyô.   I was told 

that she was rescued from near here in a horrible situation.  Animal control was called and 

put down two horses, a foal, 8 catséand were going to put down the beagle when someone 

suggested they call óbeagle rescueô.  It took beagle rescue almost a year to rehabilitate her.  

She hadnôt yet been put on line when I inquired about a rescue.  Elizabeth said she knew just 

the beagle.   

 I clearly remember leaving St. Josephôs Bazaar early afternoon to pick her up in the 

Heights in Houston.  Fr. Mike Corrigan was visiting and came along.  She was in a foster 

home with about 4 other beagles.  She immediately jumped in my arms and we were off.  She 

was first introduced to the community at St. Josephôs Bazaar later that afternoon. 

 Unlike Bridget III, Bridget IV was not very good with young children.  I presume it 

must have had something to do with her years before rescue.  So, I had to be careful not to 

have her roaming around when young children were about.  Hopefully, Bridget V will not 

have that issue.  She definitely had the office staff wrapped around here little paw.  When 

she either couldnôt find me on the property or I was taking too long doing whatever I was 

doing, she would hit on the side office door and demand to be let in.  She had her bed strate-

gically located in the office.  She was completely spoiled by all the staff and parishioners.  

Her other óhomeô when I was away was with Liz and Tony Torres where the ultimate spoil-

ing took place.  She received the best medical care of any dog in either Grimes or Montgom-

ery counties.  I canôt express enough my thanks and gratitude to Dr. Walla and his staff for 

all the care showered on her through the years.  She took 4 pills in the morning and 4 pills in 

the evening.  She had numerous surgeries, examinations, consultationséI would often re-

mind Bridget that were it not for Dr. Walla sheôd be meeting her maker very sooné.ha.   I 

want to also thank all you for the love and attention yall gave her.  I often joke that Bridget 

got more Christmas presents than I did. 

 Bridget IV died in the rectory living room foyer very peacefully with her head in my 

hand, with Liz at her feet and another parishioner who came to be with her. 

 I promised Bridget IV that I wouldnôt wait so long to bring in another órescueô to en-

joy Paradise-here-on-earth.  As I write this, I will be interviewed by a prospective Bridget V 

next week.  Hopefully sheôll adopt us and be with us a long while.
