I always appreciate it when a parishioner, fellow priest or just someone who 

thinks I might be interested gives me an article to read or a cartoon to give me  

a chuckle. Recently a parishioner gave me Pop Francisô suggestions for New 

Yearôs resolutions 2016. I thought Iôd share them with you so that you might 

add to some youôve made or, if you didnôt make any resolutions for 2016,  

hereôs your opportunity. These are the ten things that Pope Francis suggested to his Vatican  

employees: 

 

1. Take care of your spiritual life, your relationship with God, because this is the backbone of 

everything we do and everything we are. 

2. Take care of your family life, giving your children and loved ones not just money, but most 

of all, your time, attention and love. 

3. Take care of your relationships with others, transforming your faith into life and your words 

into good works, especially on behalf of the needy. 

4. Be careful how you speak, purify your tongue of offensive words, vulgarity and worldly    

decadence. 

5. Heal wounds of the heart with the oil of forgiveness, forgiving those who have hurt us and 

medicating the wounds we have caused others. 

6. Look after your work, doing it with enthusiasm, humility, competence, passion and with a 

spirit that knows how to thank the Lord. 

7. Be careful of envy, lust, hatred and negative feelings that devour our interior peace and 

transform us into destroyed and destructive people. 

8. Watch out for anger that can lead to vengeance; for laziness that leads to existential            

euthanasia; for pointing the finger at others, which leads to pride; and for complaining     

continually, which leads to desperation and frustration. 

9. Take care of brothers and sisters who are weaker é the elderly, the sick, the hungry, the 

homeless and strangers, because we will be judged on this. 

10. Making sure your 2016 is about Jesus and not about shopping, gathering stuff. 

 

Itôs a good list. Itôs clearly rooted in Catholic teaching, but presented in a way that non-

Catholics can embrace. I think all of us can find on this list at least one of two resolutions that 

speak to areas in which we really need to grow. Happy 2016.

On April 23, 1833, Frederic Ozanamôs twentieth birthday, six students met in the office of their men-

tor Emmanuel Bailly, and the Society of St. Vincent de Paul was born.  They resolved to respond to 

Christôs call by dedicating themselves to the poor after the example of St. Vincent de Paul.  They 

asked Sr. Rosalie Rendu, a Daughter of Charity, for the names and addresses of several families in 

need.  Sr. Rosalie was known as ñThe Mother of the Poorò in the Mouffetard Quarter of Paris.  She taught Frederic 

much about the poor and how to minister to them with love and respect.  The first members of the Society were deter-

mined not only to bring bread, but, above all, friendship to the poor.  (US Manual of the SSVDP, p.179) 

 Sr. Rosalie untiringly cared for, fed, visited, consoled and soothed others.  Gifted with a keen sensitivity, she 

had empathy for all suffering.  She wrote:  ñThere are many ways of providing charity.  The assistance money or assis-

tance in-kind that we give to the poor will not last long.  We must aspire to a more complete and longer lasting benefit:  

study their abilities, their level of instruction and try to get them a job to help them out of their difficulties.ò 

(Sr. Rosalie Rendu-A Daughter of Charity with a heart on fire)  We celebrate the Feast of Blessed Sr. Rosalie Rendu 

on February 7th.
